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Background and Objectives: In the research history of
"Investigating Islamic and Religious Identity in History Textbooks
After the Islamic Revolution Using Content Analysis Method", no
independent research has been conducted. The main goal of this
research is to investigate and compare the degree of reflection and
repetition of Islamic and religious identity components in the content
of secondary school history textbooks, in order to determine: First,
what role and position secondary school history textbooks have had
in shaping Islamic and religious identity in students of this region
after the Islamic Revolution, and to what extent they have been
successful. Methods: The main method of this research is thematic
content analysis (Maurice DuVerget's quantitative and qualitative)
and its statistical population is all high school history textbooks that
were taught from the academic year 1978 to 2008. Findings: The
most attention and the highest amount of data were related to the
textbooks of the history of the old educational system from the years
(58 to 69 AH) with 5546 items and 46.54 percent, and the least
attention was among the textbooks of the history of the new
educational system, year-unit from the years 80 to 88 AH, with 1805
items and 28.11 percent, and the highest number of frequency was
related to the components: Islam, the Prophet of Islam, the Islamic
government, Muslim, religion, martyr, and God, respectively.
Conclusion: The components of Islamic and religious identity have
been reflected to a large extent in secondary school history textbooks
after the Islamic Revolution, and the content of these books has been
successful in shaping and transmitting the concepts of Islamic and
religious identity to students.
