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Background and Objectives: Citizenship education, as one of the
primary objectives of educational systems, necessitates the
development of critical thinking skills, social interaction, and
awareness of global rights and values. History, as a branch of the
humanities, holds significant potential for this purpose, as it enables
students to examine past experiences, comprehend social, political,
and cultural structures, and enhance their critical thinking abilities.
This study aims to explore the challenges and possible solutions for
effectively integrating citizenship education into history teaching.
Methods: The research employs a qualitative methodology based on
a review of library and archival sources. Findings: The findings
indicate several challenges, including a lack of emphasis on critical
thinking, the dominance of homogenizing national narratives,
political and cultural influences, weaknesses in curriculum design, a
shortage of educational resources and materials, deficiencies in
teacher training, and the absence of a theoretical framework for
global citizenship. To address these challenges, the study proposes
solutions such as fostering historical and critical thinking, designing
curricula with an emphasis on human rights and global values,
strengthening teacher training, incorporating technology and
multimedia resources, utilizing integrative approaches, and
encouraging active student engagement. Conclusion: Ultimately, this
paper underscores the necessity of revising the objectives, content,
and methods of history education while fostering collaboration among
educational institutions, teachers, families, and policymakers. By
doing so, history education can transition from a peripheral subject to
a central component of citizenship education.
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
